The Cascade Lake 4-H Camp is located in a beautiful setting on the west shore of the 
Cascade Lake Reservoir, three miles outside of Donnelly, Idaho. The campground includes 
15 sleeping cabins, 2 restroom/shower buildings, a large dining/recreation lodge with 
adjoining kitchen, manager's cabin, beachfront and other recreational areas. The facility is 
operated under direction of a volunteer Board of Directors for the purpose of providing a 
prime camping facility for 4-H youth and other groups.  
 
 
  
DESCRIPTION The Camp Manager is responsible to ensure a maintained, safe, attractive 

camp facility including buildings maintenance and operational equipment. 
You may conduct small general facility repairs, including kitchen 
equipment, or coordinate professional services with approval of the 
President. Supervising the head cook and kitchen staff, you will 
successfully coordinate with the head cook and maintain adequate levels 
of inventory. Serving as the primary on-site facility coordinator, you will 
check camp groups in and out of camp and perform walk throughs, 
effectively communicate with the 4-H President of the board, and maintain 
a good rapport with the public, camping groups, and suppliers. Overall, the 
Camp Manager is responsible to the Board of Directors of the Cascade 
Lake 4-H Camp, Inc.

Seasonal annual position. Strongly preferred May – Mid-September, with 
June – August required.

DUTIES 

• Oversee the day-to-day operation, maintenance, safety, and 
attractive condition of the camp 

• In coordination with the board, support the opening and winterizing 
of camp 

 • Ensure general upkeep and correction of any potential safety 
problems 

 • Perform general handy-person duties, potentially repair plumbing 
and kitchen equipment or coordinate professional services as 
approved by the President 

• Ensure compliance with water testing requirements 
• Maintain lawn and grounds 
• Check camp groups in and out following a checklist. Report 

damage by renters to the board President 
• Collect camp fees 
• Remove garbage from buildings daily 

 • Order and maintain adequate supplies of paper & cleaning 
products/supplies 

• Perform daily cleaning of all buildings, including restroom/showers 
and coordinate cleaning responsibilities with each camping group 

• Supervise head cook and kitchen assistant 
• Maintain good public relations and communication with camp 

groups and board President 
• Ensure accurate record keeping
